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Size 36/38 (40/42, 44)

Instructions are given for first size. Figures in parenthesis refer
to larger sizes. When only one figure is given, it applies to all
sizes.

Materials: 650 (700, 750) g of Lana Grossa About Berlin
Bulky Print (50% cotton, 50% Micromodal; 47 m/50 g) in
White/Yellow/Grey/Rosewood (col 151). Size 10 mm circular
needle, 100 cm long; size 6 mm crochet hook.

Garter st: K every row.

Drop stitch patt: Row 1: K1 for selvage st, * yo, k1; rep from
* 1o last st, end k1 for selvage st. Row 2: Knit all sts, dropping
yos and pulling sts up to elongate. Rows 3 and 4: Knit all sts.
Work rows 1 — 4 of drop st patt 3 times.

Full-fashion decrease: At beg of RS row, k1, k2tog; at end
of RS row, work to last 3 sts, skp, k1.

Gauge: 10 sts and 18 rows = 10 x 10 cm in garter st on size
10 mm needles.

Pullover: Worked in one piece and side to side, beginning at
right sleeve. Arrow on schematic shows direction of work.
With size 10 mm circular needle cast on 24 sts. Beg with a
WS row, work in garter st and shape sleeve as foll: Inc 1 st at
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each end of 12 (10, 8)th row from cast-on, then every 8th row
7 times (then every 8th row 6 times, then every 6th row 2
times / then every alt 6th and 8th row 9 times) = 40 (42, 44)
sts. Work even until piece meas 42 cm from cast-on, ending
with a WS row. Cast on 45 sts at beg of next 2 rows for front
and back side edge = 130 (132, 134) sts. Work in garter st for
4 (8, 12) rows. Work drop st patt for 12 rows. Work in garter
st to end of left sleeve. At same time, working full-fashion dec,
dec 1 st at each end of first row worked in drop st patt, then
every 8th row 8 times (then every alt 10th and 8th row 8 times
/ then every 10th and 8th row 6 times, then every 10th row 2
times). At same time, after having worked the 12 drop st patt
rows, divide work at center for neck opening. Working front
and back separately, work in garter st for 38 rows, ending with
a WS row. Join front and back: Work in garter st across front
and back sts for 24 (28, 32) rows, ending with a WS row. Bind
off 36 sts at beg of next 2 rows for front and back side edge
=40 (42, 44) sts. Work even for 8 (6, 6) rows, ending with a
WS row. Working full-fashion dec, dec 1 st at each end of next
RS row, then every 8th row 7 times (then every 6th row 1 time,
then every 8th row 7 times / then every alt 8th and 6th row 9
times) = 24 sts. Work even until left sleeve meas 42 cm. Bind
off all sts.

Finishing: Pin piece to measurements and block. Sew side
and sleeve seams. Neck edging: With size 6 mm crochet
hook, sl st around neck edge.
